Environment & Housing 
 
Welsh Housing Conditions Survey 2017-18 (WHCS) 
Fieldwork began 1 August and after a successful 7 months the desired number of 2,500 property inspections is likely 
to be achieved by the end of April.  First results will be available in autumn 2018, with updated fuel poverty estimates 
by the end of 2018.  A short questionnaire was sent to stakeholders and users to inform how best to disseminate the 
data.  This will be analysed alongside discussions with policy colleagues.  A summary of this work and our plans for 
dissemination will be published on our web page in the coming months. 
 
Housing Stock Analytical Resource for Wales (HSAR)   
Extensive user engagement work was undertaken towards the end of 2017, the result of which has been a refreshed 
understanding of user needs and the setting of clear objectives for HSAR. The focus for the first half of 2018 will be 
building a proof of concept product that links together datasets obtained so far, developing a portal to allow external 
users to access HSAR and ironing out some technical aspects of linking and storing data.  A HSAR progress report 
will be published in the Spring and an application made to the National Statistician’s Data Ethics Committee for 
ethical approval of HSAR. 

 
National Survey  
2016-17 Results and analysis 
On 28 June 2017, we published the first release from the 2016-17 survey, accompanied by tables and charts in 
our excel results viewer.

Gwnaed gwaith ymgysylltu â defnyddwyr helaeth tua diwedd 2017, a’r canlyniad oedd dealltwriaeth o’r newydd o 
anghenion defnyddwyr a phennu amcanion clir ar gyfer HSAR. Bydd y ffocws yn hanner cyntaf 2018 ar greu 
cynnyrch profi cysyniad sy’n cysylltu’r setiau data sydd wedi dod i law hyd yma, gan ddatblygu porthol StatsCymru er 
mwyn caniatáu i ddefnyddwyr allanol gael mynediad at yr Adnodd, a chael gwared ar rai agweddau technegol ar 
gysylltu a storio data.  Bydd adroddiad cynnydd HSAR yn cael ei gyhoeddi yn y gwanwyn a bydd cais yn cael ei 
wneud i Bwyllgor Moeseg Data’r Ystadegydd Gwladol am gymeradwyaeth foesegol i HSAR.
