The Welsh Ministers propose to make an Order in
exercise of their powers under sections 1(1), 2(1), 2(2)
and 124(1)(d) of, and paragraph 27(1) of Schedule 9
to, the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

The effect of the Order will be to prohibit all
westbound and eastbound vehicles travelling on the
A40 trunk road from making U-turns through the gaps
in the central reservation of the length of the trunk
road that extends from its junction with the western
side of Pont Lesneven roundabout, Carmarthen to its
junction with the eastern side of St Clears roundabout,
St Clears, Carmarthenshire. The A40 Trunk Road
(Carmarthen — St Clears, Carmarthenshire)
(Prohibition of U-Turns) Order 1997 (S.1. 1997/1935)
will be revoked by the proposed Order.

During a period of 21 days from 26 January 2022, a
copy of the proposed Order, plan, the Statement of
Reasons for making the Order and the Order being
revoked may be inspected, free of charge, during
normal opening hours at Carmarthen Library, St
Peter's Street, Carmarthen SA31 1LN.
