THE A487 TRUNK ROAD (GREAT DARKGATE
STREET AND OWAIN GLYNDWR SQUARE,
ABERYSTWYTH, CEREDIGION)
(TEMPORARY TRAFFIC PROHIBITIONS)
ORDER 2023

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under
section 16A of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984
which is necessary to facilitate the holding of the
Aberystwyth Mayoral Inauguration Parade on the
A487 trunk road at Aberystwyth in the County of
Ceredigion.

The effect of the Order will be to temporarily prohibit
all vehicles (other than event, public service and
emergency service vehicles) from proceeding on the
length of the trunk road known as Great Darkgate
Street and Owain Glyndwr Square that extends from
its junction with Bridge Street and Pier Street to its
junction with Terrace Road and North Parade.

All vehicles will be prohibited from using the loading
and unloading bays during the closure period.

The alternative route for northbound traffic affected
by the closure will be to proceed in a north-easterly
direction on Mill Street and Alexandra Road, then
turn left onto Terrace Road and continue to its
junction with North Parade.

It is expected that the prohibitions will operate
between 14:00 hours and 15:00 hours on 21 May
2023 for a period not exceeding 30 minutes.
