Thank you for your request which I received on 4th April 2024.  You asked for: 
 
Details of the waste collection funding allocations which the Welsh Government has 
distributed to each Welsh Council, and you requested that information be provided to 
cover the period from 2011 onwards.   
 
Our response 
 
The information you requested is enclosed in the attached PDF document.   
 
It is not possible to identify funding provided solely to support material collections 
because grant funding is approved to cover, a range of activities including:-   
 

• Supporting Local Authorities to prevent waste and move waste up the 
hierarchy by improving preparation for re-use and recycling;  

• Supporting reductions in the carbon impacts of waste management activities; 

• Building infrastructure for the improved collection and treatment of waste;  

• Increasing public awareness and participation in recycling and re-use 
activities.
