 THE A470 TRUNK ROAD (DINAS MAWDDWY, 

GWYNEDD) (TEMPORARY TRAFFIC 

PROHIBITIONS & RESTRICTION) ORDER 

2025 

 
The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under 

section 16A of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, 

which is necessary to enable the Red Bull Hardline 

mountain biking event to be held on or near the A470 

trunk road at Dinas Mawddwy, Gwynedd. 

 

The effect of the Order is to temporarily: 

 

i.  Create a clearway on the length of the trunk 

road described in the Schedule to this Notice. 

Exemptions will apply for vehicles used by 

the emergency services or for the event. 

 

 

ii.  Prohibit all vehicles, other than those being 

used for the event, from using the lay-bys 

adjacent to the length of the A470 trunk road 

described in the Schedule to this Notice. 

 

 

iii.  Impose a 40 mph speed limit on the length of 

the trunk road described in the Schedule to 

this Notice. 

 

iv.  Prohibit overtaking on the length of the trunk 

road described in the Schedule to this Notice. 

 

 

The Order comes into force on 21 July 2025 and has a 

maximum duration of 8 days.  

 

The temporary 40 mph speed limit and no overtaking 

are expected to operate from 07:00 hours on 21 July 

until 18:00 hours on 28 July 2025. The temporary 

clearway and closure of the lay-bys are expected to be 

in force from 00:01 hours on 26 July until 23:59 hours 

on 27 July 2025.
