We have received a long-expected delisting request for 13 St Ann St Chepstow,
listed at Grade Il in 1975 as a large late C18 Georgian townhouse and former public
house.

The owners have contracted Holland Heritage as consultants, and have visited the
site with [l [the Heritage and Applications Area Team Manager] from Mons
LPA. I'm attaching [JJJlj Holland [Heritage]'s report and |l [the Heritage and
Applications Area Team Manager’s], comments, who are both supportive of delisting.
Briefly, the property has been comprehensively altered:

The fagade upper storey has been rebuilt in breezeblock,
The roof was replaced in 1981%,

The rear elevations were rebuilt in 1981*,

Facade windows are modern replicas,

Rear windows are uPVC,

The interior has been utterly stripped.

It is suggested that historic fabric is restricted to the lower fagade and one gable. If
this is correct, | don’t believe the listing can be sustained.
