ORDER 2026 

 

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under 

sections 1(1), 2(1) and (2), 4(2) and 124 of, and 

paragraph 27 of Schedule 9 to, the Road Traffic 

Regulation Act 1984, which comes into force on 11 

March 2026 

 

The effect of the Order will be to vary the A483 

Trunk Road (Rhosmaen Street & Bridge Street, 

Llandeilo, Carmarthenshire) (Various Waiting 

Restrictions) Order 2017 that prohibits and restricts, 

subject to prescribed exemptions, waiting on sides of 

specified lengths of the A483 trunk road through 

Llandeilo, Carmarthenshire.  

 

The existing 2017 Order currently prohibits waiting at 

any time, with the exception of blue badge holders 

who can park unrestricted on the length of trunk road 

as specified in the Schedule to this Notice. The 

proposed Variation Order will again prohibit waiting, 

with the exception of blue badge holders, who will be 

restricted to 2 hours waiting in any period of 5 hours, 

on the same length of trunk road as specified in the 

Schedule to this Notice.  

 

The A483 Trunk Road (Rhosmaen Street & Bridge 

Street, Llandeilo, Carmarthenshire) (Various Waiting 

Restrictions) Order 2017 will be varied by the 

proposed Order.  

 

During a period of 6 weeks from 11 March 2026, the 

made Order and plan may be inspected free of charge, 

during normal opening hours at Llandeilo Library, 

Market Hall, Carmarthen Street, Llandeilo, SA19 6BJ.

If any person desires to question the validity of the 

Order, or of any provisions contained therein on the 

grounds: 

 

a. that it is not within the relevant powers of the 

Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984; or 

b. that any of the relevant requirements have not 

been complied with,  

 

that person may, within 6 weeks of 10 March 2026, 

apply to the High Court for the suspension or 

quashing of the Order or of any provision contained 

therein.
